School of Nursing Acceptance Policy Discussion

The current acceptance policy to enter the School of Nursing consists of three options:

1. Early admission into the Nursing major.
2. Accepted in the Pre-Nursing program and required to complete criteria for admission to the Nursing Major.
3. Accepted in the Pre-Conditional Nursing program and required to complete the criteria for admission to the Nursing major.

The Director of the School of Nursing, Dr. Lea Monahan, and Nursing academic advisor, Theo Schultz, provided statistics stating only 14% of students accepted into the Pre-Conditional option actually attend WIU. This is 8-10 percentage points below the students accepted into the first two options who attend WIU. Also, students finding the Nursing program too rigorous, are still more likely to stay at WIU and enter a different major. 

It is believed that the students accepted into the third option feel stigmatized and may not belong to any Nursing cohort. It was also stated that students applying to the Nursing program and not providing an ACT/SAT score, per the new Admissions standards, would automatically be accepted into the third option unless this change is made. 

By eliminating the third option, it would build comradery within the Nursing program and give extra support to all the students ensuring better outcomes.

Due to lack of quorum, CAGAS was unable to vote on this policy matter and will consider it again at the next meeting.
