Discussion Items:

Grade Change Policy 

Faculty Senate’s Executive Committee asked that CAGAS consider updating the Grade Change policy to remove the need for Deans and Department Chairs to sign the Change of Grade Form. The Council discussed this request, and reviewed benchmark data from the institutions who responded to Registrar Lynn’s inquiry regarding their policy requirements. Registrar Lynn also reached out to the department chairs and deans regarding the potential policy update. It was determined that the matter would be brought before the Council again on April 09, 2020, after hearing from the chairs and deans.

Duration of Attendance in classes while waiting for registration hold to be lifted policy

Part of the official policy on Grades and Class Attendance includes a section on attendance expectations. However, there is no reference to handling students attending who are not officially enrolled in the course. It was determined that this aspect of the policy should also be addressed, in addition to the section on Grade Changes. Examples of reasons someone other than an officially enrolled student might attend a course were discussed by the Council, and included:
1. Many faculty invite experts from outside the university to speak in their classes, creating networking opportunities for students and providing new perspectives on careers, disciplines, etc.  Occasionally these guest lectures attract the attention of others in the community interested in the topic who may also attend the guest lecture.
2. Prospective students attend a class to see what it would be like to be a student at WIU.  Generally, they are accompanied by a WIU student host.
3. Occasionally family members (of students) attend a class for the purpose of learning about a specific topic or wanting to see me teach.
4. Sometimes students think they have registered for a class, but do not realize it for a couple of weeks and then appeal to CAGAS for a late registration.
5. Many semesters students who have financial or academic registration holds attend classes while they wait for financial aid solutions or for CAGAS appeals to be heard.
Periodically students in example #5 take a long time to solve their holds.  The question from a CAGAS perspective for which there is not currently a university policy is how long it is reasonable to expect a professor to accommodate a student "guest" (e.g., providing course materials, grading assignments, granting access to exams, etc.)

The committee will discuss the final proposal on April 9, 2020.

Update Grade Appeal Policy - DEFERRED

Blanket waiver MacMurray College – APPROVED 9-0

With the closing of MacMurray College after the Spring 2020 semester, the majority of the students impacted will be sophomores and juniors. However, there will be several rising seniors who will need to complete their bachelor's degree.  The Provost is requesting, with Interim President Abraham’s support, that CAGAS approve a blanket waiver of the University’s residency graduation requirement for MacMurray College students enrolled at MacMurray in Spring 2020 who have currently completed 75 hours and who transfer to WIU in Summer 2020, Fall 2020, or Spring 2021.
