Covid-19 Admission Standards Discussion

Dr. Swegan and Dr. Freed are requesting to remove “temporary” from the current policy and implement the changes to freshman admissions requirements adopted in Spring 2020 moving forward:

1. Candidates with a minimum 2.75 cumulative high school GPA will be offered regular admission without consideration of the ACT/SAT score.
2. Candidates with a 2.00 to 2.74 cumulative high school GPA would be eligible for a holistic review of credentials to be considered for regular admission. Additional factors considered may include 7th semester transcripts, evaluation of specific Math and English classes and/or grades, the student’s personal statement and any letters of recommendation.
3. GED, proficiency-based school applicants, and standards-based school applicants
without a test score will be considered for admission using a full holistic review of all
credentials.

This proposal seeks to remove “temporary” from the current policy and replace with this
admissions policy.
