Disruptive Student Behavior is defined as inappropriate student behavior that a reasonable faculty member would view as interfering with the ability of the instructor to teach and students to learn whether in a classroom or other learning environment (such as an online course, laboratory, site field experience, internships, instructor’s office, computer lab, or other setting whether it is an on-campus or off-campus location), which disrupts the educational process. It is also considered disruptive behavior for a student to exhibit threatening, intimidating, or other inappropriate behavior toward the instructor or classmates outside of the learning environment.

In the situation where one or more individuals who are in a course acts, in the judgment of the instructor, in such a manner as to disrupt the normal academic functions in or out of a class, the following actions must be taken:

1. For all serious or continued cases of disruptive student behavior, the  HYPERLINK "https://www.wiu.edu/policies/documents/Violation%20of%20Student%20Code%20of%20Conduct%20Report.pdf" Violation of Student Code of Conduct FormViolation of Student Code of Conduct Form found at wiu.edu/report must be filled out and sent to the department chair and to Student Rights and Responsibilities with a copy to the student. Information on the Student Code of Conduct may be found at: https://www.wiu.edu/student_success/srrri/codeofconduct.php. See especially section D, parts 4,5,7.
2. The instructor must ask the student to cease the disruption.
3. If the disruption does not cease, the instructor may ask the student to leave the class or other learning environment for that day. If the student refuses to leave, the instructor may call the Office of Public Safety (in Macomb) or Campus Security (in the Quad Cities) for assistance. See contact information below.
4. If the disruption is extreme or continuous, the instructor may decide to inform the student that he/she may no longer remain in the course and that the student may appeal this decision to the Council on Admission, Graduation and Academic Standards (CAGAS). If this action is taken, the instructor must fill out the Permanent Removal of Disruptive Student form by Instructor Report with CAGAS, with a copy to the student and the department chair, within 5 working days. The student has 5 working days from the date the report was sent to appeal the course removal to CAGAS. CAGAS will forward the report and the results of any appeal to the student, instructor, chair, dean, Student Development and Success Center, and Student Rights and Responsibilities.
5. When a student has been removed from a class, the instructor shall assign the letter grade that is judged appropriate. The student may withdraw from the course through standard procedures, if the deadline to withdraw has not passed. If a reasonable alternative exists for the student to complete the coursework through a mechanism other than attendance in the affected class section, then such alternatives may be offered to the student at the discretion of the department chair and dean.

Summer/Fall 2025 Admissions Policy Update

Re:	Admissions Policy Update
Western Illinois seeks to serve students with the potential for success. A change in transfer admissions and Dual Enrollment standards is requested to better serve students, along with two new policies.

1.  Revised Transfer Policy
Current
Students must earn 24 or more semester hours (36 quarter hours) of college work with a cumulative 2.0 GPA for all hours attempted from all institutions attended for acceptance.

Change
Students must earn 24 or more semester hours (36 quarter hours) of college work with a cumulative 2.0 GPA for all hours attempted from all institutions attended for acceptance.

Reason for change
Students with above a 2.0 have shown capability to do college-level work. Their overall 2.0 GPA is still above our threshold for admission and have shown the capability to successfully complete courses at WIU.

Since 2020, 19 students in this situation have appealed to CAGAS and been approved. Of the 19, 10 have graduated from WIU, five are still enrolled in good academic standing, and four stopped attending and were in good academic standing. Changing the policy will allow a better and more efficient experience for students.

2.  Revised Dual Enrollment Policy
Current
Dual Enrollment students are allowed to take up to 6 credit hours.

Change
Dual Enrollment students are allowed to take up to 10 credit hours

Reason for change
There are an increasing number of students who have exhausted their high school curriculum and are asking to take more than six credit hours so that they can have a full high school schedule. Students who are taking two classes where one is a lab will have seven hours and will request a CAGAS exception. An increasing number of exceptions to the six-hour rule have been taken to CAGAS and have been approved. Changing the policy will allow a better and more efficient experience for students.

There have been 33 approvals since spring 2022.

Students taking Dual Enrollment courses generally perform well academically. Four students took 12 or 13 credits in a semester and all have at least a 3.27 GPA at WIU.

An emphasis is that this is for Dual Enrollment, which are courses taught by WIU faculty.

3.  New Policy for Adult Student Admission

Western Illinois University will admit any adult student who is five years out of high school. If a student has attended another college(s), they must have at least a 2.0 GPA for coursework attempted. All students will need to apply and submit the required application and documentation. Student must have a high school diploma or attained a GED to be eligible.

Reason for change
The university is adapting and this matches the current practice of the Bachelor of General Studies program. Students out of high school for five years or more are in a more mature place and will take seriously the opportunity to obtain a university education.
