3.  New Policy for Adult Student Admission

If a student has attended another college(s), they must have at least a 2.0 GPA for coursework attempted. All students will need to apply and submit the required application and documentation. Student must have a high school diploma or attained a GED to be eligible.

Reason for change
The university is adapting and this matches the current practice of the Bachelor of General Studies program. Students out of high school for five years or more are in a more mature place and will take seriously the opportunity to obtain a university education.
